1 All dogs and cats must be tagged with a subcutaneous electronic chip that transmits on a frequency of 134.2
kilohertz and can be read with a chip reader that conforms to the provisions of the ISO Standard No. 11784 and of
Annex A of I1SO Standard 11785.

2 All dogs/cats require a veterinary confirmation that they have been vaccinated against rabies no more than one year
and no less than 30 days prior to their arrival in Israel with the exception of arrivals from Australia, Cyprus, New
Zealand, Ireland, Japan, Singapore, Sweden, and UK; such dogs, if they were not vaccinated, must be vaccinated
against rabies within 5 days of their arrival in Israel.

3The sample referred to in Part V must have been taken more than 30 days after the primary rabies vaccination with
the exception of arrivals from Australia, Cyprus, New Zealand, Ireland, Japan, Singapore, Sweden, and UK; or in case
of an animal which was vaccinated more than once after the age of 3 months and being tagged by a microchip prior to
the primary vaccination the sample can be taken 14 days after rabies vaccination as long as more than 30 days passed
from the primary vaccination against rabies.

INFORMATION SHEET: IMPORTING DOGS AND CATS TO ISRAEL
Here by are the Veterinary Services guidelines, valid from 25/06/2024

Stage A — before import

A.

Animals importation into the State of Israel requires an import license issued by the Director of the
Veterinary Services in the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (hereafter, the Director) according
to the Animal Disease Ordinance (Animal Imports), 5734 — 1974 (hereafter, the Ordinance). The Import
Permit is personal, and cannot be transferred to someone else. In addition, an Import Permit is given to
animals with 15 digits microchip, which number is stated in the Import Permit, as described in section G.
Under the Regulations for the Control of Dogs (Imports and Holding of Dangerous Dogs), 5765 — 2004, it is
prohibited to import a dog belonging to a dangerous breed?, as well as a dog that is the result of a cross with
a dangerous breed and that exhibits behavior patterns and physical traits similar to those of a dangerous
breed; Excluding in exceptional instances, accompanied by an Import Permit from the Director as set out in
the said regulation.
Import of Mini Bull Terrier dog will be done with an import permit only.
The import of feral cats (for example: Bengali and Savannah) is prohibited, as well as hybrids with feral cats
and their offspring unless a written permit has been issued for them by the Nature and Parks Authority. The
determining list is the one published on the Nature and Parks Authority website. Import of cats from such
breeds require import permit.
Exemption from Import Permit will be given when the animals meet all the requirements listed below:

1) Accompanied by their owners on the same flight.

2) Up to two in number.

3) Were in the physical possession of the owner (stay with the owner) for at least 90 days before

being brought to Israel.

4) Meet all the relevant / health requirements listed in this document.
The animal must be no less than 4 months of age upon arrival to Israel, with the exception of arrivals from
countries? from which the pet can be imported from the age of 3 months.
All animals must be tagged with a subcutaneous electronic chip that transmits on a frequency of 134.2
kilohertz and can be read with a chip reader that conforms to the terms of the ISO Standard No. 11784 and of
Annex A of ISO Standard 11785.
The determining vaccine against rabies is the vaccine given on the day of tagging or after the animal has been
tagged as stated in section G and on the condition that the animal was at least three months old at the time
of vaccination (or later, according to the manufacturer's instructions).
An animal must be accompanied by an original official veterinary health certificate (according to the Israeli
model certificate, Annex A), signed and approved by a government official veterinarian of the country of
origin, which was issued not more than 10 days prior the arrival of the animal, stating that:

1) At the time of examination, it did not exhibit any symptoms of contagious or infectious diseases

2) They have been vaccinated against rabies no more than one year and no less than 30 days (valid for
the determining vaccine as specified in section H) prior to their arrival in Israel?. If the animal was
vaccinated more than once against rabies (as specified in section H) — the 30 days waiting period is
not required, but the animal must be vaccinated against rabies no more than one year or according
to manufacture instructions prior to arrival.

3) Blood sample taken by an approved veterinarian and tested in an WOAH / European Union (EU)
approved laboratory, found that the rabies neutralizing antibody titer of the animal was equal to or
greater than 0,5 IU/ml2.

4) The blood sample will be taken at least 30 days after the determining vaccine (as specified in section
H). If the animal was vaccinated more than once against rabies (as specified in section H), and it's
been more than 30 days since the determining vaccination, the 30 days waiting period is not
required but 14 days waiting period (but not more than a year or according to manufacture
instructions).

A dog or a cat that has left Israel may be accompanied by the export health certificate signed by an official
government veterinarian in Israel if no more than 30 days have passed since the date it was signed by the
private veterinarian. In the case of a dog it will be conditioned that in addition to the documents specified in
sections P / Q, a valid holding permit will also be attached according to the law Regulating the Supervision of
Dogs — 5633, 2002.

The rabies titer test is valid for all lifelong of the animal if he was vaccinated against rabies annually or
according the vaccine manufacture instruction.

No person will import an animal unless through the following ports of entry which are allowed according to
the Ordiance: Ben-Gurion Airport, Haifa seaport, Ashdod seaport, and Eilat seaport.

Importation of an animal under an Import Permit to Israel will be done through the cargo terminal only and
by means of an AirWay Bill only, as specified in section P.

It will be clarified that, animals brought under Import Permit through the passenger terminal will not be
released. For information regarding the AirWay Bill and the release at the cargo terminal, you need to
contact the cargo department of the airline flying the animal.

Pets that require an import permit, except for dog of dangerous breeds?, and have their bodies marked with
a tattoo, tail or ears clipped, all for decorative purposes, are not allowed to enter Israel and will be returned
to the country of origin.

B — before the flight

Pet owners importing pets with import permit are required to send a notification at least 2 working days
prior to loading the shipment on the vessel (plane/ship) by e-mail to the offices of the Veterinary Services at
the port of entry3. The notification will include the following documents:

1) Import Permit and Airway Bill.

2) Health certificate, as specified in section I-J.
3) The laboratory report of a valid neutralizing antibody titer of the animal, as specified in section I.
4) Pets that were born with a short tail will also submit with the application the declaration regarding

non-mutilation (Annex D) signed by a certified veterinarian from the country of origin and the tests
specified in the appendix.
In case of arrival by plane, the documents will be transferred to the airport veterinary services through the
cargo department of the airline from which the AirWay Bill was purchased.
Owners of pets to whom the director has granted an exemption from an import license will send, at least 2
working days before loading the animals onto the transport vehicle (plane/ship), through the link (in case of
arrival through Ben-Gurion Airport) or via e-mail to the veterinary services offices at the import ports3 the
following documents:

1) Owner's statement and notice regarding the arrival of an animal according to the wording detailed
in Annexes B and C (in the case of submitting the application through the link as detailed above, the
appendix is an integrated part of the application form and does not need to be attached separately).

2) Health certificate as detailed in section | and J.

3) The laboratory report of a valid neutralizing antibody titer of the animal, as specified in section I.

An owner / importer will not load the animal on to the vessel until after receiving a written approval
(authorization to fly) in writing from the veterinary services in the port of destination confirming the import
requirements of The State of Israel has been fulfilled.

C — after landing

Dogs and cats that are imported under Import Permit will arrive as cargo only; the animals will be inspected
at one of the cargo terminals on Sunday to Thursday, except on the eve of holidays and Israeli holidays, as
specified in the terms of the import permit. The inspection will include a physical inspection and inspection of
documents by the port veterinary inspection team at the port and the animal cannot be released until after
the approval by the government veterinary service at the port.

An animal for which an Import Permit and Airway Bill are not required may arrive through the passenger
terminal. The owner must cross with the animal on the red route and declare it to the customs authorities.
The animals that meet the requirements listed above, received written approval in advance as specified in
Stage B, and are healthy upon arrival will be released to the importer's home.

In the event that the demands of the Veterinary Services have not been met in full, the cats/dogs will: be
returned to their country of origin, be transferred to a quarantine facility at the discretion of the Director, or
a different decision in their case will be given by the Director according to the conditions he will dictate.

. The importer/owner will be charged with all costs incurred due to the return of the animals to their country

of origin, their transfer to and stay in quarantine, or as the Director will decide in their case. Including
examinations, diagnoses, vaccinations, and special treatments if ordered by the Government Veterinarian.
Within five working days of the animal's arrival in Israel, the dogs' owner has the obligation to contact the
municipal authority where he will permanently reside in order to issue a license to keep the dog, as required
by the law regulating The Supervision of Dogs, 5633-2002.

! The dangerous breeds are: American Staffordshire Bull Terrier (Amstaff), Bull Terrier, Argentinean Dogo, Japanese
Tosa, Staffordshire Bull Terrier (English Staff), Pitt Bull Terrier, Brazilian Fila, and Rottweiler. In addition, any dog
that is hybrid of these breeds and has similarities in its behavior pattern and physical characteristics to those of a
dog belonging to a dangerous breed, including breed lines originating from a dangerous breed.

2 With the exception of arrivals from Australia, New Zealand, Japan, United Kingdom, Ireland, Singapore, Cyprus,
and Sweden; such dogs, if they were not vaccinated, must be vaccinated against rabies within 5 days of their arrival
